Ch-Ch-Changes 
 
If you‟re like most people, you‟re ambivalent about change -- some change seems 
easy, even welcome, and other change -- well, it‟s not only difficult, it‟s downright 
irritating.  It know that‟s the way it is for me. 
 
We know if our minds that change happens; it‟s inevitable, and that it is even nec-
essary.  But our hearts, our feelings, our fond memories of former things, and our 
opinions have a very hard time catching up with our minds.  We don‟t have to like 
change for it still to be the right to do. 
 
Perhaps you‟re saying to yourself right now, “But I‟m willing to change, I‟m actu-
ally good at it.  Why I remember how I changed my mind about….”  And of 
course that‟s right, we all have a times changed our minds, our behaviors, and 
even aversion to something into acceptance. 
 
The thing about change, however, (and this is the really hard thing to acknowl-
edge) is that it keeps happening.  Past changes never suffice the need for what 
needs to be changed in the present and future.  None of us can say, “but we‟ve al-
ready changed, we should be finished with that.” 
 
Given that this congregation has gone through many pastoral changes in the last 
10 years, it‟s easy to understand why it would feel like “we‟ve had too much 
change -- can‟t we just settle into some familiar ways of being?” 
 
Yet, this is what we‟re dealing with:  the world has changed so much around us, 
and we have as well, that it will be very difficult to keep „doing church‟ like we‟ve  
done for many years.  One of the things that has changed, and it‟s not only because 
of the economic recession we‟ve been in, is the way finances can be managed and 
received in order for an organization such as a congregation to exist. 
 
Years ago I remember talking with a young deacon in a Reformed Church congre-
gation (not the one I was serving) who had been very excited about taking on this 
role.  He‟d been raised in the church; he knew that the church did good things with 
the money received in the offering each Sunday morning.  It had been such a 
shock to him, he told me, an awakening that was just beginning to sink in, when he 
realized how much of that money received each week did not get used to buy food 
for starving people around the world.  It was used instead for other necessary 
things to keep his church running.  He accepted that, he said, it had just been such 
a reality check. 
 
So what could this mean for us? How will we, the members of the Reformed 
Dutch Church of Claverack go about managing our finances, deciding how to de-
termine spending patterns, attempting to be stewards of what we‟ve been given?   
Do we still want to exist in the way we have been for nearly 300 years?  If we 
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it will cost something.  We may each need to offer more, we may need to change how we budget, we may 
need to change what we can realistically do in our ministry. 
 
May God grant us wisdom and courage and a spirit of abundance.
