It was just 8 months ago that your Consistory appointed a Search Commit-
tee to begin the walk with our LORD in leading us to a minister to serve our Church.
| remember convening the committee for their first meeting and setting them out
with great expectations on what is truly a journey of interaction with each other,
the RCA, individual candidates, and our LORD.

They have worked diligently in their interactions, reviewing minister pro-
files and contacting prospective candidates. One profile rose to the top of their
list and after several months of visits and discussions they brought their recom-
mendation to Consistory at our October meeting. At a special meeting of Consis-
tory on October 22nd, we met with Pastor Kathryn L. Davelaar and were very
pleased with our discussion. Your Consistory has voted to extend an invitation to
Pastor Davelaar to lead our congregation during our service on November 16th to
allow everyone to meet her, experience worship lead by Pastor Devalaar and to
interact with her at coffee hour following the service.

The process of completing our search will involve an advisory vote of the
congregation after our service on November 16th, followed by a formal vote of
Consistory to instruct the Classis to Call our new minister, if our LORD continues to
lead us in this direction. Please offer your thanks to our Search Committee mem-
bers for their work.

I would like to present to you Pastor Davelaar’s background: Kathryn
is the oldest of 11 children who grew up on a farm in Michigan. She received a
B.A. in 1972 from from Calvin College and worked as an elementary school
teacher until she began a family. She has grown children -- one son, age 31 and
two daughters ages 29 and 25. One of her daughters is also a Reformed Church
minister. After spending several years at home raising her children, Kathryn was
called into the ministry and attended Western Theological Seminary in Holland,
Michigan, receiving her Masters in Divinity in 1992. She has served the Third Re-
formed Church in Holland, Michigan as an Associate Minister and served as the

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

We have come to that time of year again when we consider budgeting for next year and talk about
our stewardship of God’s gifts. The Stewardship Committee has decided that November 2nd will be Stew-
ardship Sunday when we will focus in worship on the gifts of God and our response.

Stewardship is and will always be a challenge for us Christians, but the rewards of meeting this
challenge will be great.

It may be something great for you and
for our Church. A pastor was once asked to define faithful giving. His eye-opening reply was simple: “All |
ask is that you apply the same standards to your church giving that you would to other areas important to
your life.

The com-
mittee is currently soliciting proposal and bids to upgrade the current heating system.
